Russian Credit Cooperative and Development Foundation - Russia

The Rural Credit Cooperation Development Foundation (RCCDF), a wholly Russian incorporated foundation and a partner organization of ACDI/VOCA, has been administering the Russian American Lending Program (RAL) in since 1999. The Foundation provides alternative sources of credit to Russia’s underserved rural areas. In 2000 RCCDF reached the break-even point and by September 2003 it had retained earnings of over 37 million rubles ($1.2 million). RCCDF and its affiliated rural credit cooperatives had also issued a total of 627 million rubles ($22 million) in loans by September 2003. RCCDF’s lending record is strong, with demand outstripping available capital. Repayment rates are very good, and loans are made at commercial interest rates.
